D.A.’s raid on Kohl’s jobsite found all but one 
construction worker there undocumented—and  
the workers and contractors were out-of-state. 

A detective for the Northampton County District Attorney led a nighttime raid on 
a Kohl’s store under construction near Allentown, PA.   

He found 19 of the 20 construction workers on the job lacked proper 
immigration papers. Only the 21st man, a supervisor, was working legally. 

He also learned that all 21 workers, plus their employer and another contractor 
on the job, were from either Virginia or Maryland—far out of the area. 

The investigator’s report, although it cannot be posted here, led the area’s 
Carpenters Local Union to place the advertisement below in area newspapers. 

Ask yourself:  If Kohl’s gives unscrupulous, out-of-area contractors its 
construction business, do you really want to give Kohl’s your business?
